LANCE CORPORAL BENJAMIN WATERWORTH

18th Battalion Kings Liverpool Regiment. He died 30.11.16, aged 23.  Commemorated at Vis-En-Artois Memorial, France. This memorial is for those with ‘no known grave’ [i.e. their bodies were not recovered] He was born and lived in HA. His father worked in agriculture [probably on the Estate?] and he is recorded as living at “Property 68” [possibly Club Cottages?] and latterly at “Property 56- Low Hutton” [see George Brown below] [Help with House names or locations would be helpful]
CORPORAL WALTER DARLEY

2nd Battalion King Own Yorkshire Light Infantry [formerly Yorkshire Regiment] Died 27.10.14 aged 33. Buried in Boulogne Eastern Cemetery. 

The Darley family lived at Quarry Cottages.  This would seem to have been a group of houses that stood on the site of what is now “The Reddings”, next to Herbie’s. Walter Darley is recorded as living at “Cottage 23” [Query house name] then aged 9, with a William Smith, a joiner [57] and his wife Maria, [formerly Darley,] as well as his sister Agnes [then 6 months]. His mother Maria later moved to Malton and in 1914 was Maria Hodgson [likely to have been widowed and remarried]
PRIVATE JOHN WILLIAM KELSEY

1/7th Battalion Durham Light Infantry [formerly Yorkshire Regiment] Killed 20.9 1918, [aged 38?] He is buried in the Montcornet War Graves Commission Cemetery in the Champagne-Ardenne region of France.

Born in 1880, in the village, his father was Robert Kelsey and in 1881 the family were living in “Cottage 30” [could this be High Hutton?] In 1891, when he was 11, he is recorded as a “scholar” [i.e. likely to have been attending the village school, now the Old School House]. He was living at Cottage 24, and this would be next door to Walter Darley, who was then 9 and also a scholar. In 1911 he was living in “Cottage 72” and was recorded as being a “Quarryman”. 

PRIVATE FRANK GILL

5th Yorks Battalion, Princess of Wales’s own Yorkshire Regiment. Died 14.3.15 [at home], aged 17. He died prior to embarkation. He is buried in the Churchyard [at the rear]. In 1911 F Gill and family [F Gill-father?] are recorded as living in Wood House. This, I believe, is still the same Wood House in Low Hutton. 

PRIVATE ALFRED HARRISON

8th Battalion Yorkshire Regiment. Killed 20.9.17, aged 40. Commemorated Panel 52 to 54 and 162A Tyne Cot War Graves ‘Memorial to the Missing’. This is located at Ypres Salient in Belgium. [The Memorial is for those with no known grave i.e. for those soldiers whose bodies were not recovered]

Alfred Harrison was the son of Fred and Martha Harrison of Roughborough Farm.  He was married to Gertrude Harrison [nee Horsley?] 1891. Census records Gertrude Horsley at Netherby House and who appears to have been living at Netherby House, with her family at the time of his death.
PRIVATE GEORGE BROWN – 
SCANT DETAILS- ANY INFORMATION?

[9TH BN KOYLI Died at home 29.11.16?Not clear if this is the same George Brown]

Two Browns are recorded as having been born and living in Huttons Ambo in 1901. They lived at ‘Cottage 68’, with the Waterworth family [see above]. Walter Brown and Harold Brown aged 11 and 6, are recorded. It may be that either Walter or Harold were known as “George” which may have been a second name? H Brown is recorded, in 1911 living at cottage 59 with 2 others [no details given] 
GEORGE FRANCIS BOWES 

- SCANT DETAILS - ANY INFORMATION?

In 1891 the Bowes family lived at Quarry Cottages.
In 1901 the Bowes family lived at ‘Property 45 [Low Hutton somewhere near the Old Post Office which was no 41, now West Croft]. Roger Bowes is described as “Head Labourer” and is recorded as having two sons one of whom is Thomas F Bowes, [possibly Francis?] aged 7 and who was born in Huttons Ambo [he would be 20 at the outbreak of war,] but no George is recorded.
In 1911 the Bowes family were living at cottage 23-[this is recorded as being in High Hutton and was next door to Ivy House [Is there still an Ivy House in High Hutton?]There were 4 people living there, but the 1911 census only records the head of the house and no other details.

GEORGE ARUNDALE- 
NOTHING FOUND THUS FAR.  ANY INFORMATION?

I can find no record of anyone by the name of Arundale in the census records for 1901 or 1911 in Huttons Ambo. There are a number of Farndales, but it is very unlikely that an error would have been made on the memorial.  A George Arundale however was born in Malton in 1898 he would have been 16 at the outbreak of war and so may be the same person.
WILFRED EVERITT [EVERETT?] – 
NOTHING FOUND THUS FAR- ANY INFORMATION?
No records of Wilfred Everitt in 1901 or 1911 for Huttons Ambo. A Wilfred Everett was recorded in Malton in 1911, he was born in 1893 in Wakefield, so would have been 21 at the outbreak of war, therefore he may be the same person.
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
